Our hearts were moved by seeing the news of Cyclone Hudhud. We jumped into action and invited our friends to
participate in the relief work. You have melted to the needs of our suffering brothers and sisters. Many of the sponsors of
Foundation for Children in Need and VahRehVah friends around the globe have responded generously. We sincerely
thank all of you for your kindness and support. We appreciate it very much and are most grateful to you.

We saw Vizag in a shocking stage. Words and photos cannot describe the magnitude of the damage that cyclone Hudhud
did. It will be a long way to full recovery. We have posted more details on our websites, www.fcn-usa.org and
~ WA fenindia-org. - — - -
We bought Rs. 18 lakhs ( $ 30,000 ) worth of food and household items. Each family received food and household items
worth Rs. 1500 ( $ 25 ) and we reached out to 1200 families. These materials were packed and transported to Vizag. More

than 50 volunteers worked for the distribution.

We went a second time on November 19 to help 260 families who lost their homes. We have given Rs. 6000/-
($ 100 ) to each family.

programs to serve the needy. Please visit our website www.fcn-usa.org.

1. Spensorship Program : FCN sponsors 2000 children and college students to provide education to them. St. Xavier's
home gives residential care to a small number of elderly. FCN is a ray of hope to the neediest in the rural areas.

2. FCN Scholarship : FCN has distributed 793 FCN scholarships to orphans and semi-orphans who are not sponsored.
These students are from 6" grade to college going students.

3. Health Care : Health is wealth. Dr. Geetha conducts free mobile medical clinics in the villages. A good number of young
girls benefit through the workshops on health and hygiene. Many poor people get free medicines as they require.

4. School Supplies : This year FCN has distributed 5000 dictionaries to high school students. 15 thousand notebooks have
been distributed to school children. 100 sets of Library books are distributed to primary and high Schools.

5. Clothing For the Poor : FCN sees the need of many deserving students who do not receive the benefit of sponsorship.
We provide more than 3 thousand students with new clothing.

6. CSRM School : Chitta Showry Reddy Memorial School, the 'Dream Child' of the co-founders, was established twelve
years ago, with a motto of educating the remote village children. There are 300 students from LKG to 10" grade.

7. St. Xavier's Home : This pleasant and peaceful home accommodates 20 elderly, 12 college boys and 20 school girls.

8. Tailoring and €Embroidery Training : Each year FCN trains 20 to 25 women in tailoring and embroidery. They are glad to
learn the skills which will bring them some income that will support the family.

9. Tree Plantation : FCN believes in the protection of environment. The distribution of thousands of saplings freely became
a regula?servnce to encourage everyoneto grow trees and protect the Earth
